1. All purebred animals must have official ear tag matching information on health certificate 
as well as registration papers to show superintendent prior to show  

2. Each exhibitor is limited to no more than two (2) entries per class.   

3. Breeding classes shall be for purebred swine with registration papers available to the 
superintendent before show day. Please bring to superintendent by Monday at 5pm   

4.  All breeds shall be judged as one class, except if a minimum of two (2) swine of one 
breed are entered in a class they will be judged as a separate class providing there are at 
least two (2) additional entries of all other breeds in class.   

5.  Gilts entered in the purebred classes may not be entered in the market classes.
